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Welcome to the Head Teacher Update for September. 
It has been another busy time at Park View (is it ever not??) with lots going on across the school. The Breakfast Club started on Monday 9th September and more information about this can be found below. Our P7 pupils organised a fun afternoon for the rest of the school to try to raise money for school funds. Thank you again for your support with this. We have our Harvest assembly and P7 residential trip, amongst other things, before we stop for the October holidays.
Staffing Update
We welcomed a new pupil support assistant to Park View. Mrs Ilgunas will help run our breakfast club and also work to support the children in P1/2.
Mrs Phillips will be going off on maternity leave at the end of September. We are delighted that Miss Readie will be coming back to Park View to replace Mrs Phillips during her leave.

Primary 1 Pupil/Parent Lunch

Every year the parents/carers of P1 pupils are invited into the school to join their children in having lunch. This year the lunch will take place on Thursday 26th September. Lunch will be served for children only at 11:50am on this day. Children who are having a packed lunch can also join in at the same time.
School Lunches

Children can either bring a packed lunch or order a school lunch. 

If children are bringing a packed lunch, it is very helpful if the child’s name is clearly marked on it.

For children in P4-P7 a school lunch costs £1.70. Children in P1-P3 are entitled to a free school lunch. Parents/Carers who think their child/children are entitled to a free lunch should contact the Q&A office to confirm.

Primary 7 Swimming

The Primary 7 swimming lessons will continue into November. It would be a huge help to the school staff if children were able, where possible, to bring the exact amount of money (£3) to avoid the need for giving out change. Your support with this would be appreciated.
Primary 7 Residential Trip
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The residential trip is almost upon us! The final thing that we need handed in to the school are forms for any medication (and the medication!) that the children may require when away. This includes things such as Calpol, inhalers etc. These should ideally be handed in to school on Monday but obviously by Tuesday at the latest. The staff can’t give children medicine that doesn’t belong to them.
Breakfast Club

Our breakfast club started on Monday 9th September. We had 33 pupils using the service on the first morning. The club is being run by Mrs Sidebotham and Mrs Ilgunas. They will be assisted by parent volunteers on certain days. Please remember that any parent who wishes to volunteer must have a PVG certificate before starting to help at the breakfast club. We currently do not have any volunteers for Mondays, Tuesdays or Fridays.
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Credit Union

Credit Union will start again on Wednesday 25th September. It will then take place every 2 weeks. This is an excellent way to encourage children to save money.
Flu Immunisations

The flu immunisation team will visit the school on Tuesday 29th October. Any consent forms still to be returned must be handed into the school by Thursday 19th Sep as they are being collected from the school on this date.
Uniform Recycling
We often have parents/carers handing in school uniform (in very good condition) that is not needed by their own children anymore. We really appreciate this and wanted to make sure that good use is made of the kind gesture.

We will set up a display of this uniform in the school next Wednesday, Thursday and Friday (18th, 19th, 20th September) and parents/carers can come into the school between 8:50 and 9:15, and again between 2:50 and 3:15, to see if any of the uniform items are suitable for them. If anyone wishes to take uniform we would ask that they make a donation towards the school fund.

Parent Partnership

Our parent partnership are looking for more parents to join the group to work with them in taking forward ways of improving things for all children in the school. They meet on the first Thursday of each month at 7pm in Park View. Any parents wishing to attend are welcome to come along to any meetings. The group are committed, hardworking and very welcoming. They even provide tea and biscuits!!
School Values

Our School Values underpin all of the work that we do in school.  Please speak to your child about these values and help him/her understand how they can be demonstrated in school, at home and within the community.  The standard of behaviour in our school is very high and we hope to maintain and build on this over the coming months and years.
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Wet Morning Supervision
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On very wet mornings, the children are currently permitted to line up in the gym hall from 8:40am onwards and a member of the management team supervises the children for 10 minutes or so until the bell rings at 8:50am.  This is just provided on a goodwill basis to avoid the children getting wet before school starts. 
Once the children enter the hall, they are not allowed to go back outside.  Parents/Carers can accompany their child to the gym hall door if they wish to do so, to check that their child goes in. 
Please note, however, that if a member of the management team is unavailable to supervise the pupils due to absence or other school commitments, the gym hall door will not be opened and the children should line up in the playground in the usual manner. Where possible, on wet days, it is best if the children arrive at school just before 8:50am, in case there is no supervision available for the hall and the pupils are lining up outside.  We appreciate your understanding in this matter.
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Mobile Phones

The children who bring a mobile phone to school have been reminded that the phone should be switched off as soon as they enter the school grounds. The phone should remain off and kept in a school bag. Phones should only be turned on after leaving the school grounds. Your support with this matter would be greatly appreciated.
