Welcome to the beginning of P4. We are all looking forward to a year of hard work, fun and making new friends. Some children have moved upstairs for the first time, to Room 7. We have been spending the time we have had in class so far to get to know each other, our P4 routines and familiarising ourselves with the work expected this year. 
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P.E
P.E will be taught on Tuesday afternoons and Fridays- this will be our outdoor PE session (weather permitting). This term, children will be learning skills in Football. Please ensure your child has black shorts or joggers and a white polo shirt for gym. As well as this, children can bring in trainers to wear on PE days.

P4-7 children are required to wear their formal shirt and tie to school and change into their P.E. kit immediately prior to their P.E lesson.  The children get ready in our designated changing rooms.

We introduce this in P4 in order to encourage the children to become more independent.  By this stage, the majority of children are able to get changed without support.  However, we allocate additional changing time at the beginning of P4 as for some children, this is a new skill that they need to develop.

School Lunches/Snacks

Now that the children are in P4, school lunches are now £1.60, if not entitled to a free lunch. 
Milk is 20p and children can pay for the week if you wish. Children are encouraged to bring in a fruit snack to eat during our daily viewing of Newsround. Water is permitted in class at all times but we ask that you do not add dilutable juice or allow your child to bring in glass bottles. There are some children in the school with nut allergies so we ask that you do not give any food containing traces of nuts to your child.

This will give you an informal opportunity to see your child’s class, find out about Homework and I can show you some resources your children will be using to support and challenge them this year.  I am looking forward to meeting you all then.

This term we will be doing a novel study for our topic, ‘Harriet’s Hare’. This topic will combine and enhance the skills from other curricular areas such as Art, Literacy and Drama. The children will receive a book each and may be given some small research tasks on themes from the book. It would be much appreciated if you could hear your child read or read to them when their books have been sent home.
